
 

 

Day 1:  10 June, 2010 - Arrive in Durban  
 

Arrive at Durban Airport where you will be met and transferred to Holiday Inn Umhlanga 
 
Spend the rest of the evening at leisure. 
 

Opening in May 2010, the Holiday Inn Express Durban-Umhlanga offers stunning sea views.  Ideally 
situated within walking distance to the upmarket Gateway Shopping Centre and Entertainment Centre 
and within short driving distance from the Umhlanga Beachfront.  The hotel has 8 floors with 235 guest 
rooms, comprising of 140 double-bedded and 95 twin-bedded rooms.  All rooms have remote control 
satellite colour TV’s, direct dial telephone with voice mail, tea / coffee making facilities, air conditioning, 
bathroom and trademark POWER SHOWER, high speed Wi-Fi internet access, hair dryer, in-room 
safe and work desk with lamp.

Day 5: 14 June, 2010  –  Durban/Cape Town  
 

After breakfast complete check out formalities and transfer from the hotel to the Durban airport for flight to Cape town. 
 

Upon arrival in Cape Town, you will be met off your flight by a local English-speaking guide and transferred to your hotel, for an early 
check in.  
 
Nestled between the vibrant Atlantic Seaboard and Table Mountain, The Capetonian Hotel is ideally situated 
opposite Cape Town’s International Convention Centre, minutes away from the famous V&A Waterfront and all main 
tourist attractions. 
 
In the afternoon, enjoy a guided city tour of stunning Cape Town. Highlights include a visit up famous Table 
Mountain (weather permitting), the SA Museum, the Cape Castle, Diamond Works and the popular V&A Waterfront. 

 
Table Mountain - Since the first person laid eyes on Table Mountain, it has exerted its 

powerful and charismatic pull, enchanting and drawing any and all that fall under its spell. The best views of 
Cape Town are seen from the top of Table Mountain. 
 
SA Museum - The South African Museum is a window on the world of natural history, showcasing the bounty 

of nature, both present and past.  Exhibitions and dioramas display hundreds of different species – inhabitants of land, sea or air – 
enabling visitors to view, under a single roof, creatures as diverse as dinosaurs, mammals, coelacanths, bats or even the fossilized 
remains of species from 250 million years ago. 
 
The Cape Castle is the oldest surviving building in South Africa. Built between 1666 and 1679, this 

pentagonal fortification replaced a small clay and timber fort built by Commander Jan van Riebeeck in 1652 
upon establishing a maritime replenishment station art the Cape of Good Hope for the Dutch East India 
Company, better known as the VOC (Verenigde Oos-Indische Compagnie). 
 
Cape Town Diamond Works: Established in October 2001, our vision was to create a jewellery destination 

at which tourists could discover the art of diamond cutting, witness the creation of individual pieces and purchase the finished product, 
all while in an inviting and relaxed environment. The Diamond Works is an enlightening and exciting experience for tourists both young 
and old. A young team of experienced, multi-lingual jewellery consultants provide a friendly and relaxed environment for customers. 
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What makes the  V&A Waterfront one of a kind, is the fresh harbour atmosphere with its 

historical buildings, the cosmopolitan flair and the presence of the magic mountain in the 
background. The oldest part of the Cape Town harbour complex was thoroughly restored in 
1990 and transformed into a recreational resort with exclusive shopping centres. Hundreds of 
restaurants, coffee shops and bistros, live music bars and pubs make a stroll through the 
Victoria & Alfred Waterfront by day and by night an unforgettable experience. 
 
Return to the hotel in the late afternoon. The remainder of the day is at your leisure. 

 
 

 
Day 6: 15 June, 2010 - Cape Town 
 

This morning after breakfast, you will be collected from your hotel and taken on a sightseeing tour of the Cape Point. Highlights include a 
drive to Hout Bay, followed by a stunning scenic drive along Chapman’s Peak Drive (subject to road being open) down along the coast. 
You will continue on to the Cape Point Nature Reserve, which offers stunning views from the lighthouse (reached by funicular, which is 
included). Depart from the Cape Point Nature Reserve and travel to Simonstown for a light lunch, before continuing to the beautiful wine 
suburb of Constantia, for a wine tasting. Return to the hotel in the afternoon. 
 

Chapman's Peak Drive is one of the most spectacular coastal roads in South Africa. It starts at the 

picturesque fishing harbour of Hout Bay and then winds up to Chapman's Point, revealing breathtaking views of 
the sandy bays down below, until the road reaches sea level again at Noordhoek. Hout Bay is one of the most 

beautiful and popular places on the Cape Peninsula and a highlight of any visit to Cape Town. The access road 
that runs from Camps Bay, offers a beautiful drive all along the sea. 
 
Cape Point Nature Reserve: Situated at the junction of two of earth's most 

contrasting water masses - the cold Benguela current on the West Coast 
and the warm Agulhas current on the East Coast, the Cape of Good Hope is popularly perceived as 
the meeting point of the Atlantic and the Indian Oceans. Guests will take the funicular to the vantage 
point from where they will be able to witness the “meeting of the two oceans” (legendary) with 
breathtaking views on clear sunny days. 

 
Along the well sign-posted Constantia Valley Wine Route one can visit famous wine estates in the green, wind-
protected valley of Constantia. The best known, Groot Constantia, was founded already in 1685 and given to 

the first Governor of the Cape, Simon van der Stel as an experimental farm for agricultural produce.  
 
After quickly freshening up, you will be transferred to the stadium. Return to the hotel after the match. 

 
 

 
Day 7: 16 June, 2010 - Cape Town  
 

The days are spent at leisure to possibly explore some of the following: 
 
Robben Island, 12 kilometres from Cape Town, was a place of banishment, exile, isolation and 

imprisonment. It was here that rulers sent those they regarded as political troublemakers, social 
outcasts and the unwanted of society. During the apartheid years Robben Island became 
internationally known for its institutional brutality. The duty of those who ran the Island and its 
prison was to isolate opponents of apartheid and to crush their morale. Some freedom fighters 
spent more than a quarter of a century in prison for their beliefs. Those imprisoned on the Island 
succeeded on a psychological and political level in turning a prison 'hell-hole' into a symbol of 
freedom and personal liberation. Robben Island came to symbolise, not only for South Africa and the African continent, but also for the 
entire world, the triumph of the human spirit over enormous hardship and adversity. The three and a half hour tour includes a return ferry 
trip, a visit to the Maximum Security Prison, interaction with an ex-political prisoner and a 45- minute bus tour with a guide providing 
commentary. 

 
Paarl - with its now over 75.000 inhabitants, is today the biggest town in the Cape Winelands. It is, like most of 

the towns in the region, a prosperous community with many well maintained mansions, pretty Cape Dutch 
houses, beautiful gardens and old oak trees. There are many wine estates situated in the valleys, which are 
among the best in the country. Paarl is also known for its culture and home to the Afrikaans language. Visit the 
Taal Museum.  
 
Two Oceans Aquarium - Visit the Two Oceans Aquarium at the V&A Waterfront and 

see the sea life of South Africa's two oceans - the cold Atlantic and the warm Indian. A kelp forest (one of only 
five in the world), a two million-litre predator tank (feeding time 15h30 every day), touch pools and penguins up 
close are some of the attractions. 
 
 

 
Day 8: 17 June, 2010 - Cape Town

Day 13: 22 June, 2010 - Johannesburg / Mpumalanga  
 

Enjoy breakfast at the hotel. 
 
This morning guests will be met by their English-speaking guide in the reception area of the hotel and assisted with all check out 
formalities before departing for Mpumalanga.  
 

This morning guests travel north to explore the beautiful Panorama Route. Highlights include Gods 
Window, Bourke’s Luck Potholes, Three Rondawels, Blyde River Canyon and Pilgrims Rest.  
 
The Panorama Route is one of the most beautiful and popular travel destinations in South Africa. It 

leads through the rugged mountain range of the northern Drakensberg. Here, in the north-eastern part of 
the Great Escarpment, the inland plateau declines abruptly and steeply and opens up fantastic views of 
the plains of the Lowveld a thousand metres below. This view is most reliable in the dry winter months. 
The most spectacular stretch is the Blyde River Canyon, which can be reached from Graskop via R532. 
Just a few kilometres north a small loop road leads to "God's Window", from where you will enjoy a 

wonderful view on the Lowveld. The Canyon starts at "Bourke's Luck Potholes" and ends at the "Three Rondavels". From many well-

positioned vantage points one has a view of the 33 km long gorge. The Potholes are very impressive rock formations that were shaped 
millions of years ago by erosion. The bizarre swirl holes developed when the once rapid river carried masses of sand and debris. In the 
area of the "Greater Panorama Route" between Lydenburg, Ohrigstad and Hazyview provide numerous scenic attractions and pretty 
historic towns like Pilgrim's Rest. In 1972 the former company town of Pilgrim's Rest was bought by the government and declared a 
National Monument. The old buildings were meticulously restored, preserving the special character of the place with its tin-roofed 
cottages. 
 
Continue onto Hazyview to The Winkler Hotel and on arrival at the hotel guests will be met and assisted with speedy check in formalities 
at The Winkler Hotel or Casa Da Sol. 
 



The Winkler is a comfortable, upmarket hotel offering 82 en-suite double rooms and 5 suites with private 
verandas, which overlook the extensive grounds, surrounded by distant mountains. All rooms are air-conditioned 
and equipped with satellite TV, hairdryer, tea/coffee station, room safe and en-suite bathrooms with separate 

showers. The hotel is renowned for its fine cuisine and additionally offers a swimming pool, tennis court, bar and 
lounge. 
 

Casa Do Sol is situated in the beautiful Mpumalanga Region. Casa do Sol is a little Eden of tranquil pools, 
deeply shaded glades and lush flower gardens. Coupled with enchanting sounds and smells of the bush and 
the warm and friendly atmosphere, Casa do Sol is the true epitome of luxury and elegance.

Day 14: 23 June, 2010 - Mpumalanga

Guests will enjoy breakfast at the hotel this morning. 
 
After breakfast guests will be met in the reception area by their guide and transferred in the coach to Numbi Gate. Once at the gate the 
guests are met by their game rangers and escorted to the to board their open safari vehicles from where they depart on a full  day safari 
inside the Kruger National Park. 
 
One of Africa’s leading attractions, the Kruger National Park is a premier game 
sanctuary that covers more than 20,000 square kilometres of land between the 
Crocodile River in the south and the Limpopo in the north. It can accommodate 5000 
visitors at a time, offers easy access to a vast array of wildlife, has easy, well-tended 
roads, ample viewing sites and more than 20 pleasant rest and accommodation 
camps. It also boasts the greatest species diversity in Africa – more than 140 
resident mammal species, including the Big Five (lion, elephant, leopard, buffalo and 
rhino). You’re likely to see zebra, wildebeest, giraffe, hippo, crocodile, wild dog and 
vast antelope herds. The varied terrain is also home to more than 300 species of 
trees, including baobabs, marulas and mopanes, countless insects and fascinating 
plants and grasses. 
 
Guests will spend the day inside the Kruger National Park – using the expertise of the rangers to view the Big Five.   

 
A BBQ lunch will be set up under a marquee in a clearing underneath the trees in the Kruger 
National Park.  Guests have the opportunity to enjoy the bush in a truly authentic African manner.  
 
Later this afternoon guests return to The Winkler Hotel and Casa Da Sol.  
 
Guests will then proceed this evening to the Australia Vs Serbia Match.
